1. Welcome, Introductions & Opening Comments
Jim Shaw

· Jim welcomed everyone to the meeting.
· Brief introductions were made as there were many new faces.

· Jim reviewed the agenda for the evening.
· The meeting objective is to learn about the N.E. Calgary Centre for Community and EnCana’s Courtesy Matters program and receive updates.
· The notes from the September 11th meeting were reviewed.
· There was a revision to page 3, section 3 – fourth bullet should read “6700 cubic meters of water a day”.

· The notes were approved as amended.
· Gay will mark the meeting notes “amended and approved”.  A copy of the approved notes will be kept on file and made available upon request.

2. Company Updates
Brian McAusland / Mike Boyd
· Brian gave a brief report on the TurnAround at Nexen’s Balzac gas plant and showed two PowerPoint presentations.
· The plant has been in operation since 1961 and goes through a maintenance TurnAround approximately every five years.
· TurnAround went well – worked 12 hours per day and completed 5000 job packages.
· Had contractors from all over Canada.
· Also inspected pipelines and wells while the plant was down.
· Pipes were x-rayed.
· In addition to maintenance, also undertook some up-grades.
· Installed a new incinerator with new technology.
· Most efficient in Alberta.
· The plant was totally shut down, with the exception of the electricity part.

· From a safety perspective, things went well.
· Project was challenging because of its size.
· 25 to 50 people on site at one time.
· Mike indicated that EnCana is continuing with their drilling program.
· Currently drilling four to five miles northeast of Balzac.
3.  EnCana’s Courtesy Matters Program
Darci McAulay
· Darci gave an overview of the program, which won a CAPP Stewardship Award this past spring.  A print-out of the PowerPoint presentation was provided, along with a Courtesy Matters brochure and baseball cap.
· The program is a proactive partnership between EnCana, its contractors and the community.
· Pilot ran in NE BC and is now being rolled out in the Clearwater Business Unit.
· Program focuses on nuisance issues such as noise, dust, traffic and garbage, with emphasis on being a good neighbour.

· Operating practices were developed for the field.
· Program includes some promotional activities and a Courtesy Matters Community Advisory Council in Strathmore.

· Jim Shaw of Nexen brought to everyone’s attention a Letter to the Editor which ran in a local paper.
· Letter was from a resident who wrote about the Courtesy Matters program and thanked EnCana for its assistance after a tornado struck her family’s property.
4. EUB’s Monthly Enforcement Action Summary
Susan MacDonald

· Susan provided some information on the Enforcement Action Summary which is now available on the EUB website (www.eub.ca).
· The EUB is now making public its monthly summary of high and low risk enforcement actions.
· It is published the last Thursday of every month.
· There is a 120 day delay - e.g. the June report will be release the end of October.
· This allows time for companies to appeal.
· Enforcement actions refer to Directive 19 – EUB Compliance Assurance – Enforcement. 
· To locate the summary on the EUB website, use ST 108 as the search term or look under Industry Zone, Compliance & Enforcement, Compliance Information, ST 108.

4. EUB’s Monthly Enforcement Action Summary cont.

· There was discussion as to how spills are reported.
· Industry and the public can report spills.
· If release is reported, EUB may inspect the site.
· The level of risk of the spill determines the inspection priority it is given by the EUB.
· Number of guidelines as to when a spill must be reported by the company.
· Jim Shaw mentioned that all Nexen’s handouts for the community include the EUB 24 hour phone number.
· The public is encouraged to call.

5. Northeast Centre of Community Complex
Grant Galpin / Carol Steiner
· Grant provided some background on the proposed complex and the history of the organization.  A printout of the PowerPoint presentation was distributed.
· Northeast Centre of Community Society (NECCS) founding organizations included three community associations and Calgary Soccer.
· Cultural communities, City of Calgary, YMCA, Calgary Public Library and Calgary Board of Education have now come on board.

· Have joined together with NECCS to create a governance board for the Northeast Centre of Community Complex.

· Board is comprised of a representatives appointed by each organization.

· Proposed amenities for the complex include indoor and outdoor soccer fields, a gym, community multi-purpose room, human services centre, community kitchen, YMCA and library.
· Carol, NECCS chair, provided information on the proposed design and construction.
· Project is currently in the design stage. 
· Draft floor plans were shown.

· Complex should open in 2010 or 2011.
· Cost of the facility is approximately $120 million.
· City of Calgary is the primary funder.
· Federal and Provincial government also committed to funding.
· Bruce Daze talked briefly about NECCS’s capital campaign.
· Goal is to raise $15 million.
· Jim Stevenson (new alderman) is the campaign chair.
· Will be launching some parts of the campaign in November or December 2007.
· There was some discussion of the funding of on-going operations.
· The City will not fund operations.  The facility must be able to break even.
· NECCS capital campaign goal includes some funding for a life cycle reserve. 

· This is required by the City.
6. Community Issues and Announcements

· Fiona Buchanan discussed the possibility of having a BalCAP website developed and housed on the Synergy Alberta website.
· BalCAP is listed on the Synergy Alberta website already. 

· Can arrange to include additional information and documents about the group on this site.
· Group thought this would be a good idea and asked Fiona to proceed.

· Fiona also reminded everyone of the Synergy Alberta conference being held October 28 to 30th in Red Deer.
· Community people are encouraged to attend and financial assistance will be available.
· Ed Plumecke and Sally Knight will be attending and will report back at the November meeting.

· There was also discussion about topics for future meetings.

· Ed Plumecke suggested a presentation and discussion on Bill 46.
