Everett: Nothing new to report.  Was wondering about a flyer for a third party offering to represent landowners in negotiating review letters that went out recently.  Discussed that most companies send out review letters, however it is the responsibility of the landowner to initiate the review.  It’s a simple process, completely up to how comfortable you are if you feel you need outside representation. 

Bill: Educating about Emergency Response responsibilities is underway.  Training in Sundre for Flood response in the even that we are dealing with more flooding this year.

TransCanada: Not a lot going on in the Olds area.  Also doing some repairs before break-up, flood preparation.

Triaxon Oil: Expect it to be quiet until Q3/Q4, when they have a few horizontals planned.

AER: Currently in Phase 2 of 3.  Taking on more from ESRD, mines and minerals as well as public lands.  New Registry is online now.  There will be more industry info meetings upcoming for Phase 3 in Calgary and Edmonton.
