Altagas:

· Truck and rail facility is very soft, trucks getting stuck

· Otherwise business as usual

TransCanada:

· Pigging a pipeline in late June, business as usual.

Jack Bell (Greenspan Land):

· Working with some residents to negotiate leases, represent folks on non-compliant wellsites.
