· Strathcona Protocol
Krista was emailed Tony. Still opportunity for CMAG input. 

ACTION ITEM: Krista will set-up meeting with Tony for those interested to attend. 
· Mutual Aid Contact List: Krista sent one email. Did not hear back from many of the member companies if info was correct or not. Krista also mentioned the recent Mutual Aid Forum put on by Synergy Alberta. Interest in, and momentum towards, a provincial mutual aid organization.
ACTION ITEM: Krista to update list.

· Presentation: Jill Mason, Surface Rights Board
· Jill attended to provide brief overview of SRB and answer questions as part of the board’s increased focus on stakeholder engagement.

· Board’s focus is assisting parties resolving disputes

· Have recently updated processes. Now better access to info on preparing for a hearing etc.

· Added ADR component (appropriate dispute resolution)

· Had discussion on Right of Entry Orders (ROEs) and difficulty in filling out application correctly. Industry suggested this can be discouraging and keep companies from using this process. Time delays a problem. Jill said case managers now assigned to each application and can assist in filling out applications correctly.

· Landowners also feel it is a difficult process for them to participate in and a perception process favours industry with the in-house experts. Jill appreciated all that feedback provided.
· Discussed lawyers. Not really necessary. Goal is to make process simple such that lawyers are not required.

· Comment that landowners are often unaware of all their options when negotiating with companies ie/right of entry orders.

· All ROEs are posted on the SRB website and show conditions imposed etc.

· Must have adequate evidence for arguments for compensation

· 2011 annual report of SRB now out (copies circulated).
· Discussion of costs and whether it’s ever been awarded to operator. 

· Info Night Plans
· Topic will be hydraulic fracturing
· Invite for booths/presenting: ERCB, Alberta Environment, Canadian society for Unconventional Resources (CSUR), CAPP (new best practices on fracking), invite local frac companies (CalFrac, BJ, Air Liquide, GasFrac, Sanjel)

· CSUR to present, possibly with ERCB also from regulator perspective

· Allow adequate time for Q&A; this may mean less presenters
· Panel Q&A: CSUR, ERCB, AEW, CAPP, FAO

· Check with County for dates either June 12th or 14th
· Book same caterer

· Andrew Wilde now communications at MVC. Talk to Gale about getting on agenda for P&P to make brief presentation to council about CMAG and the planned event.

· Krista sent invoices. Wayne still away so no word on how many cheques have come in or bank balance. 
· ERCB stats – enforcement, compliance and complaints for the area.

No ERCB rep in attendance. 
· Mutual Aide & Industry/Community Updates
· TAQA: absent
· Bonavista: good well west of Didsbury, still early but looks good. Not a lot planned for this area. 
· TransCanada: absent
· Angle: sitting on final wellsite location going into spring break-up. 20-30 wells in Cardium planned for the area. Didsbury open house planned for June 5th. No mutual aid update.
· MVC:  nothing else that hasn’t been discussed.

· AltaGas: John retiring at end of month. Introduced his replacement Chris Frankemolle. Quiet in the area, 4-inch pipeline completed north of Didsbury. Upgrading inside plant including putting in more efficient compressors. Did have unplanned flaring on March 14th due to plant outage caused by lack of power. Investigating cause.

· Pengrowth: Some drilling in Hwy 766 area. 6-15-33-3 compressor expansion. April 29-May 19 Olds plant turnaround. May see more flaring as lines purged.
· Petrobakken: first meeting attended. No update at this time.
