· As of July 4, the AER began posting notice of pipeline and other energy-related incidents that may impact the public.
·  The AER will also post enhanced criteria for issuing news releases related to incident response to ensure Albertans are informed in a timely manner.  The Alberta Energy Regulator is committed to responding to the evolving needs of Albertans.  This is just one example of how we will improve transparency and ensure Albertans are better informed about the AER’s activities, including its role during incident response.  The AER is committed to maintaining public safety through effective regulation, responding swiftly when rules are broken and updating requirements when necessary.  The incident reports will be available for viewing at www.aer.ca/compliance-and-enforcement/incident-reporting The AER online incident report is an enhanced public information resource and does not change any existing regulatory requirements for incident notification and emergency response.
·  With proclamation, the AER introduced a new way to report incidents or inquiries to the AER.  The 24hr emergency number is 1-800-222-6514 and the inquiries line is 1-855-297-8311 - this is not stopping Landowners from calling the Field Centre directly; however your calls will be logged and tracked more efficiently if you use either of the new numbers. 
·  The URF Discussion Paper that was out last year, has resulted in a Pilot Project that will be taking place in the Fox Creek area.  This Pilot Project is scheduled to take place in the late fall/early winter this year.
