Call to order and introductions:

Meeting started: 7:05 PM. Roundtable introductions.
Facilitator Introduction:


New facilitator Krista Waters introduced herself (synergy experience includes West Central Stakeholders in Rocky, Wetaskiwin Synergy Initiative and CMAG in Olds area). Discussion by Krista on how she conducts meetings, along with review of the Group & Meeting Norms Process. 

Previous Meeting Notes: 

Reviewed April 29th and May 25th Meeting Minutes via handouts - no issues, corrections etc. 

Approve Agenda: 

Nothing else raised in terms of new agenda items. 

Point raised by Ron McCullough regarding duration of meeting. Consensus was 7 - 9 pm if not earlier. 
To-do-list: 

Started prioritizing issues for group off of the April 29th minutes (pg. 3) 

Krista spoke in terms of issues that had sparked discussion at her other groups (Rimbey, Olds, WSI) as Ron Mc. had asked what the driving force was behind PAS. 

Ron shared interests on behalf of the Brazeau County - sees Land Use and Emergency Planning/Management as two main issues.  Also stated he is willing to assist group in providing future speakers. 

Charlie M. raised the issues he has seen via coffee shop talk as (1) public consultation and clarification of Emergency Planning Zones (EPZs)and Public Awareness Zones (PAZ's). He felt there was public confusion in how the zones were determined and calculated. (2) horizontal drilling and issues related to the use of water for same. 

Steve H. advised we could look into getting an ERCB Calgary speaker to address the new Directive 071 (one emergency planning)that is due at the end of Dec. 2010. 

Ron Mc. raised the topic of socio-economic impacts on the area by oil & gas, or the proposed coal gasification in the Tomahawk area. 

Dale S. advised we need to get out to the community and get buy-in from them, otherwise there was no point in continuing to have synergy meetings.  Also, that industry players have to report back to their respective companies in terms of the financially continuing to fund the group based on whether they are deemed viable or not.  

Anthony H. confirmed that water/Laurus Energy are two topics in terms of water use that could kick start the group. 

Discussion on how to get the synergy group's message out via media etc. Ron Mc. advises the County would contribute in kind to group by utilizing their County Newsletter that comes out 6X's a year. 

Concerns expressed by Dale S. regarding how we present to the public, i.e. open house versus no public input at all....discussion ensued on pros & cons of same.  Some consensus reached that public has to have some means of inquiring. 

Water presentation by industry will be generic and not company specific. To avoid, possibly CAPP could present on the part of industry? 
ACTION ITEM: The County, Industry and Health will bring back discussion items for next meeting related to planning for the water presentation – outstanding
Presentation could cover: demand for water including recreational, development, industrial, North Saskatchewan Watershed, also well registry

ACTION ITEM:  Community bring information on what questions/concerns area residents and landowners have. – outstanding.
 

Dale S. raised the idea of having a surface right rep. as a contributing part of the group.  Discussion resulted in a decision for him to contact Dean Matheson.   

ACTION ITEM: Dale S. to contact/invite Dean Matheson - outstanding
Discussion surrounding who else should be a part of the group's planning, including Alberta Environment.  
ACTION ITEM: Steve H. will contact Alberta Environment and invite them to the next meeting.
